The 

program aims to improve basic numeracy skills in 

the 40 students in the program over the next 30 

weeks.    I look forward to seeing the growth in 

the Year 8 studentsô numeracy skills throughout 

the year. 

 

I was fortunate to watch the senior girlsô 

basketball team win against Greystanes High 

School last week and four students from our 

senior boysô league team be selected for the Zone 

Rugby League Team.  I was extremely impressed 

with the Rugby League players sporting attitude 

towards the opposition players and how well they 

played in the oppressive heat.

Parents and students are reminded that Colyton 

High School Trade School is a uniform school.  

The Parents and Citizens Committee has 

developed a uniform that is relatively cheap and is 

appropriate for keeping students cool in summer 

and warm in winter.  Items such as tights, jeans, 

canvas joggers are not part of the school uniform 

and must not be worn to school.  The school 

uniform shop is open each morning before school 

from 8.00 am until 8.30 am and by appointment at 

other times.  Uniform prices are set as low as 

possible so that they are affordable.  As we head 

into the cooler months it is important that all 

students continue to wear the correct school 

uniform.  

   

Recently, I have noticed several cars pull into the 

óNo Standing Zoneô and óBus Zoneô at the front of 

the school and be booked by passing police.  The 

front section of the school is clearly signposted as 

No Standing and Bus Zones and should not be 

parked or stopped in by parents for any reason at 

any time of the day.  A short distance down the 

road is a section that would be more suitable for 

picking up and dropping off students that does not 

risk a hefty fine.

QuickSmart Numeracy is an 

intensive program delivered to 

selected pairs of students three 

times a week for 30 minutes, over a period of 30 

weeks. Its aim is to improve basic numeracy 

skills, so students are able to free up their working 

memory and concentrate more on performing 

complex mathematical problems. 

 

The program was a huge success in 2014 with 14 

Year 9 students, all of which showed 

improvement across a range of areas in basic math 

skills.  In 2015, we have 40 selected students from 

Year 8, and 2 full-time dedicated QuickSmart 

Instructors to guide them through their 

QuickSmart journey. 

 

After weeks full of activity preparing and 

organising, QuickSmart is now into its third week. 

The QuickSmart team are happy to report that 

studentsô enthusiasm has been simply 

overwhelming! All students have been punctual, 

motivated and ready to learn. We have already 

observed increased confidence in student 

participation.

Drumbeat is a therapeutic music program 

developed by Holyoake Institute in Western 

Australia and adopted by Fusion Youth Services. 

 

Drumbeat combines the benefits of music therapy 

using drums, with cognitive behavioural therapy 

so that young people can learn social skills that 

promote healthier realtionships. 

 

At Colyton High School Trade School this program 

began in Week 2 and will run until the end of term.  

Fifteen students are currently participating in the 

program (which runs for one period each week).  

Students are learning valuable social skills, which 

express emotions in a positive manner. 

 

Students participating in the program will finish with 

a performance at the School assembly.  Overall the 

group is enjoying finding the rhythm both within 

themselves and with the drums.
